  Inspection Report



On Thursday 26th January we had a visit from two Inspectors Peter Dennis and Cathy Buhac, they were very impressed with the warm welcome, fabulous hospitality and generosity.  The inspectors met with Parents, Children, Governors, Principal and the Designated Teacher.  They observed two lessons and a Presentation by P6 children, in addition to a full tour of the school. 



VISION: 

The inspection focused on the school vision – the key question 'what it would look like around the school'? The inspectors concluded: the vision is lived out by all children and all staff – it is a credit to the school.  Hard work is obvious, your plans for the future, because of the shared vision, you have the strategic vision to get where you need to go. School Enhancement Programme – will be guided by the vision. Everybody is together – a school community, in the community; there is a real sense of togetherness, a strong social dynamic.  The children spoke very positively about their school. When asked how they could improve their school, the only suggestion they could make was build a Science Lab! 


Area of Focus – Health, Wellbeing and Keeping Safe. 
School has a clear vision shared with all stakeholders which focuses on a number of areas – learning environment, inclusivity, and nurture.
School is very rooted in the community and is enabling learners to be prepared for life – it is clearly child-centred, as was evidenced by all we have seen today. 
 There are highly effective learning experiences, very positive relationships between teacher and pupil, teacher and staff, pupil and pupil – all are very positive and highly effective. 


LEARNING: 
Learning is connected, we saw strong evidence of WAU, Citizenship, Geography, Literacy and Numeracy all covered in the theme of Fair Trade and Compassionate Schools. We were impressed at the ease with which children use Mindfulness techniques when they need them.  Mindfulness is not just a bolt-on, it is supported across the school with full engagement from all staff. 
All children feel safe in school, and they know who to talk to if they are worried.  Every child we spoke to, talked positively and confidently about enjoying school life and their learning.  Through areas of learning and curriculum, children make good choices about health and wellbeing, keeping safe, emotional health and wellbeing.  They know how to look after themselves and others. 
The gifts and talents of each and every child is shared and celebrated by Assemblies etc. 
Lessons observed were very well planned and were highly effective. In classes visited, the work was purposeful, and children were keen to talk about their school and their learning. 


PARENTS: 
We met with parents who said their children are very happy in school and are well looked after. Some parents described the St Brigid's school as a “Home from Home”.  Children are well supported academically and pastorally.  There is very clear communication between home and school with a variety of channels used. Parents appreciate the pastoral support of their children. Very strong evidence put forward that the community, parents and children are all happy with St Brigid's PS.


STAFF: 
All staff are committed to living the vision through TPL and sharing best practice. Staff provide a full programme of extra-curricular activities.  There is total buy-in of staff in their commitment to the vision. A very wide programme of TPL is available to all staff. Inspectors said they received a warm welcome into their classes which were colourful, attractive learning environments with evidence of a high level of proficiency in ICT. 

LEADERSHIP: 
Highly effective leadership is obvious from the experienced and innovative Principal supported by a committed SLT. The school leadership has a coherent and strategic vision which is highly valued by all stakeholders. Evident from discussion with the Governors that they have wide-ranging and complementary skill set.  They have a clear understanding of the school and its performance in all areas. They display hands-on governance and are succession planning for BOG eg. if someone leaves how to replace that skill set. 

CONCLUSION: 
This has been a very positive day in all aspects of school life, and it was a privilege to be able to see two lessons and to visit every working classroom. St Brigid's PS continues to provide highly effective learning experiences for all children.
